If I do not wish to have my name published I will 
inform the Volunteer Coordinator. 

• I agree to comply with and honour the Code of Ethics of the 

Celebrate Canada Day in Mill Woods event as stated on 
right: 

1. All volunteers shall make every effort to present the Event 
in a positive way and shall not do anything to intentionally 
embarrass the Event. 

2. There shall be no use/consumption of alcohol by any vol-
unteer who is on duty on the Event site.  

3. There shall be no use/consumption of illegal substances by 
any volunteer on the Event site. Abuse of this will result in 
immediate dismissal of the volunteer(s) from the Event. 

4. All volunteers shall treat other volunteers, performers, staff 
and the public with respect. If a problem arises, resolution 
should be deferred to a Coodinator, Technical Director or 
Committee Chair. 

5. Volunteers shall make every effort to fulfill responsibilities 
of crew membership.  

6. No volunteer shall use for their own advantage any prop-
erty or monies belonging to the Event. All volunteers must 
be honest and trustworthy. 

7. Any volunteer in the position of Crew Coordinator or Assis-
tant Coordinator must set a positive example for other 
volunteers. They must be prepared to respond to greater 
expectations, take on responsibility and follow through on 
commitments. Failure to fulfill commitments will result in 
replacement of the Coordinator for the next Event.
